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Jacqueline Lee Kennedy Onassis (née Bouvier ; July 28, 1929 —May 19, 1994), also known as Jackie O, was
an American writer, book editor, and socialite who served as the first lady of the United States from 1961 to
1963, as the wife of President John F. Kennedy. A popular first lady, she endeared herself to the American
public with her devotion to her family, dedication to the historic preservation of the White House, the
campaigns she led to preserve and restore historic landmarks and architecture, and her interest in American
history, culture, and arts. During her lifetime, she was regarded as an international icon for her unique
fashion choices, and her work as a cultural ambassador of the United States made her very popular globally.

After studying history and art at Vassar College and graduating with a Bachelor of Artsin French literature
from George Washington University in 1951, Bouvier started working for the Washington Times-Herald as
an inquiring photographer. The following year, she met then-Congressman John F. Kennedy of
Massachusetts at a dinner party in Washington. He was elected to the Senate that same year, and the couple
married on September 12, 1953, in Newport, Rhode Island. They had four children, two of whom died in
infancy. Following her husband's election to the presidency in 1960, Kennedy was known for her highly
publicized restoration of the White House and emphasis on arts and culture aswell asfor her style. She also
traveled to many countries where her fluency in foreign languages and history made her very popular. At age
33, she was named Time magazine's Woman of the Y ear in 1962.

After her husband's assassination and funeral in 1963, Kennedy and her children largely withdrew from
public view. In 1968, she married Greek shipping magnate Aristotle Onassis, which caused controversy.
Following Onassis's death in 1975, she had a career as abook editor in New Y ork City, first at Viking Press
and then at Doubleday, and worked to restore her public image. Even after her death, she ranks as one of the
most popular and recognizable First Ladiesin American history, and in 1999, she was placed on the list of
Gallup's Most-Admired Men and Women of the 20th century. She died in 1994 and is buried at Arlington
National Cemetery alongside President Kennedy and two of their children, one stillborn and one who died
shortly after birth. Surveys of historians conducted periodically by the Siena College Research Institute since
1982 have also consistently found Kennedy Onassis to rank among the most highly regarded First Ladies.
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The Jacqueline Kennedy Garden is located at the White House south of the East Colonnade. The garden
bal ances the Rose Garden on the west side of the White House.
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The dress worn by Jacqueline Bouvier for her wedding to John F. Kennedy in 1953 is one of the best-
remembered bridal gowns of all time.



The gown was the creation of African-American fashion designer Ann Lowe, who was not credited as the
designer at the time of the Bouvier-Kennedy wedding. When asked who made her dress, Jacqueline Kennedy
said it was a " colored woman".
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Jacqueline Bouvier Kennedy was wearing a pink Chanel suit when her husband, U.S. President John F.
Kennedy, was assassinated in Dallas, Texas on November 22, 1963. She insisted on wearing the suit, stained
with his blood, during the swearing-in of Lyndon B. Johnson that afternoon and for the flight back to
Washington, D.C. Jacqueline Kennedy was a fashion icon, and the suit is the most referenced and revisited
among her clothing items.

Made of wool bouclé, the double-breasted raspberry pink and navy trim collared suit was matched with a
trademark pink pillbox hat and white gloves. A long-time question among fashion historians and experts,
about whether the suit was made by Chanel in France or a quality copy purchased from New Y ork's
semiannual Chez Ninon collections, was resolved by a Coco Chanel biographer, Justine Picardie. She
showed that the suit was a garment made by Chez Ninon using Chanel's approved "line for line" system with
authorized Chanel patterns and materials.
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Caroline Bouvier Kennedy (born November 27, 1957) is an American author, diplomat, and attorney who
served as the United States ambassador to Australia from 2022 to 2024. She previously served in the Obama
administration as the United States ambassador to Japan from 2013 to 2017. Most of Kennedy's professional
life has beenin literature, law, politics, education reform, and charity. She is a member of the Kennedy
family and the only surviving child of US president John F. Kennedy and First Lady Jacqueline Kennedy.

Bornin New York City, Kennedy was two years old when her father won the 1960 presidential election and
spent her early childhood years in the White House during his presidency. She was only five years old when
he was assassinated on November 22, 1963. The following year, Kennedy moved with her younger brother,
John F. Kennedy Jr., and their mother Jacqueline to the Upper East Side of Manhattan, and continued her
education there. She graduated from Radcliffe College of Harvard University and later attended Columbia
Law School, earning a Juris Doctor degree from the lattermost in 1988. Kennedy passed the New Y ork State
bar exam the following year. She worked at Manhattan's M etropolitan Museum of Art, where she met her
future husband, designer Edwin Schlossberg. They have three children: Rose, Tatiana, and Jack.

Early in the primary race for the 2008 presidential election, Kennedy and her uncle, Ted Kennedy, endorsed
Democratic candidate Barack Obama. She later stumped for him in Florida, Indiana, and Ohio, served as co-
chair of hisVice Presidential Search Committee, and addressed the 2008 Democratic National Convention in
Denver. After Obama selected United States senator Hillary Clinton to serve as secretary of state, Kennedy
expressed interest in being appointed to Clinton's vacant Senate seat from New Y ork, but later withdrew
citing personal reasons. In 2013, President Obama appointed Kennedy as the United States ambassador to
Japan making her the first female ambassador to serve in the country. Eight years later, Joe Biden appointed
Kennedy as United States ambassador to Australia and she took office following her confirmation on June
10, 2022.
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Patrick Bouvier Kennedy (August 7, 1963 — August 9, 1963) was the youngest child of United States
President John F. Kennedy and First Lady Jacqueline Kennedy. His elder siblings were Caroline, John Jr.,
and Arabella

Born prematurely, Kennedy lived for just 39 hours before dying from complications of Hyaline Membrane
Disease (HMD), after desperate attempts to save him failed. His infant death left the first family and nation in
mourning. However, it also brought HMD (later known as infantile respiratory distress syndrome) into the
public consciousness, inspiring further research.
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Oscar Aristides Renta Fiallo (22 July 1932 — 20 October 2014), known professionally as Oscar de la Renta,
was a Dominican fashion designer. Born in Santo Domingo, he was trained by Cristébal Balenciaga and
Antonio del Castillo. De la Renta became internationally known in the 1960s as one of the couturiers who
dressed Jacqueline Kennedy. He worked for Lanvin and Balmain. His eponymous fashion house has
boutiques around the world, and is headquartered on Madison Avenue in Manhattan.
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John Bouvier Kennedy Schlossberg (born January 19, 1993) is an American writer and political
commentator. He has written about politics for several publications and news outlets including Time, Vogue,
The Washington Post, New Y ork, and Politico. He is the only grandson of the 35th president of the United
States John F. Kennedy and First Lady Jacqueline Bouvier Kennedy.
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John Fitzgerald Kennedy Jr. (November 25, 1960 — July 16, 1999), often referred to as John-John or JFK Jr.,
was an American attorney, magazine publisher, and journalist. He was a son of 35th United States president
John F. Kennedy and First Lady Jacqueline Kennedy.

Born two weeks after his father was elected president, Kennedy spent his early childhood yearsliving in the
White House until his father was assassinated. At the funeral procession, which took place on histhird
birthday, Kennedy gave his father's flag-draped casket afinal salute asit came past him. As an adult,
Kennedy worked for nearly four years as an assistant district attorney in New Y ork City. In 1995, he
launched the magazine George, using his political and celebrity status to promoteit. A politics-as-lifestyle
and fashion monthly, George initially gained widespread attention but its sales significantly declined by the
late 1990s.

A popular social figure in Manhattan, Kennedy was the subject of intense media coverage throughout his
entire life. The constant focus of the paparazzi extended to his personal life, especially his marriage to
Carolyn Bessette. He was also involved in nonprofit work and his family's political campaigns. Kennedy and
hiswife died in ahighly publicized plane crash in 1999.
