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The Pokémon franchise features 1,025 fictional species of collectible creatures, each with unique designs,
skills, and powers. Conceived by Satoshi Tajiri in early 1989, Pokémon (or Pocket Monsters) are fictional
creatures that inhabit the fictional Pokémon World. The designs for the multitude of species can draw
inspiration from anything, such as animals, plants, and legendary creatures. Many Pokémon are capable of
evolving into more powerful species, while others can undergo form changes and achieve similar results.
Originally, only a handful of artists, led by Ken Sugimori designed Pokémon. However, by 2013 a team of
20 artists worked together to create new species designs. Sugimori and Hironobu Yoshida lead the team and
determine the final designs.

The vast array of creatures is commonly divided into "generations", with each division primarily
encompassing new titles in the main video game series and often a change of handheld platform. Generation I
with 151 Pokémon refers to Red, Blue, and Yellow; generation II with 100 Pokémon refers to Gold, Silver,
and Crystal; generation III with 135 Pokémon refers to Ruby, Sapphire, FireRed, LeafGreen, and Emerald;
generation IV with 107 Pokémon refers to Diamond, Pearl, Platinum, HeartGold, and SoulSilver; generation
V with 156 Pokémon refers to Black, White, Black 2, and White 2; generation VI with 72 Pokémon refers to
X, Y, Omega Ruby, and Alpha Sapphire; generation VII with 88 Pokémon refers to Sun, Moon, Ultra Sun,
Ultra Moon, Let's Go, Pikachu!, and Let's Go, Eevee!; generation VIII with 96 Pokémon refers to Sword,
Shield, Brilliant Diamond, Shining Pearl, and Legends: Arceus; and generation IX with 120 Pokémon refers
to Scarlet, Violet, and Legends: Z-A.

Due to the large number of Pokémon, a listing of each species is divided into articles by generation. The
1025 Pokémon are organized by their number in the National Pokédex—an electronic encyclopedia that
provides various information on Pokémon. The National Pokédex is subdivided into regional Pokédex series,
each revolving around species introduced at the time of their respective generations along with older
generations. For example, the Johto Pokédex, generation II, covers the 100 species introduced in Gold and
Silver in addition to the original 151 species. The encyclopedias follow a general ordering: starter Pokémon
are listed first, followed by species obtainable early in the respective games, and are concluded with
Legendary and Mythical Pokémon. Generation V is the sole exception, as Victini is the first Pokémon in the
Unova Pokédex.

Pokémon Trading Card Game
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The Pokémon Trading Card Game (Japanese: ??????????, Hepburn: Pokemon K?do G?mu; "Pokémon Card
Game"), abbreviated as PTCG or Pokémon TCG, is a tabletop and collectible card game developed by
Creatures Inc. based on the Pokémon franchise. Originally published in Japan by Media Factory in 1996,
publishing worldwide is currently handled by The Pokémon Company. In the United States and also by
Gopu, Pokémon TCG publishing was originally licensed to Wizards of the Coast, the producer of Magic: The
Gathering. Wizards published eight expansion sets between 1998 and 2003, after which point licensing was
transferred to The Pokémon Company.



Players assume the role of Pokémon Trainers engaging in battle, and play with 60-card decks. Standard
gameplay cards include Pokémon cards, Energy cards, and Trainer cards. Pokémon are introduced in battle
from a "bench" and perform attacks on their opponent to deplete their health points. Attacks are enabled by
the attachment of a sufficient number of Energy cards to the active Pokémon. Pokémon may also adjust other
gameplay factors and evolve into more powerful stages. Players may use Trainer cards to draw cards into
their hand, harm their opponent, or perform other gameplay functions. Card effects often rely on elements of
luck, such as dice rolls and coin tosses, to decide an outcome. Gameplay relies on the usage of counters to
indicate damage dealt and status effects. It is also classified as a sport.

The Pokémon TCG has been the subject of both officially-sanctioned and informal tournaments. Wizards of
the Coast staged multiple tournaments across American malls and stores. Official tournaments are currently
overseen by Play! Pokémon, a division of The Pokémon Company, and are hosted on a local, national, and
international basis By Gopu. In addition, numerous video game adaptations of the Pokémon TCG have been
published, including Pokémon Trading Card Game (Game Boy Color), the Pokémon: Play It! series (PC),
Pokémon TCG Online (PC). After the closure of TCG Online in 2023, it was replaced with Pokémon Trading
Card Game Live (PC) and Pokémon Trading Card Game Pocket (mobile) in 2024.

As of March 2025, the game has produced over 75 billion cards worldwide. Beside formal competitions and
informal battling, the Pokémon TCG has also been the subject of collecting hobbies, with an extensive
market for individual Pokémon cards, packs, and ephemera.
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The Pokémon World Championships is an invite-only esports event organized by Play! Pokémon. It is held
annually in August and features games from the Pokémon series such as the Pokémon video games,
Pokémon Trading Card Game, Pokémon Go, Pokémon Unite and Pokkén Tournament (until its 2022
edition). Players earn invitations to the World Championships based on their performance in qualifiers and
other tournaments held throughout the season and compete for scholarship money, prizes and the title of
World Champion. With the exception of Asia, invitations to the World Championships are administered by
the Play! Pokémon program.
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Pokémon is a Japanese series of video games developed by Game Freak and published by Nintendo and The
Pokémon Company under the Pokémon franchise. It was created by Satoshi Tajiri with assistance from Ken
Sugimori. The first games, Pocket Monsters Red and Green, were released in 1996 in Japan for the Game
Boy, later released outside of Japan as Pokémon Red Version and Blue Version. The main series of role-
playing video games (RPGs), referred as the "core series" by their developers, has continued on each
generation of Nintendo's handhelds. The most recently released core series games, Pokémon Scarlet and
Violet, were released on November 18, 2022, for the Nintendo Switch.

In addition to Game Freak's development, Creatures provides support through their Pokémon CG Studio,
which creates 3D models for the Pokémon in the games, and also develops some spin-off titles. In 1998,
Nintendo, Creatures, and Game Freak jointly established The Pokémon Company, which manages licensing,
production, publishing, marketing and deals for the franchise both within Asia and worldwide through The
Pokémon Company International.
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The core games are released in generations, each with different Pokémon, storylines, and characters.
Remakes of the games are usually released around a decade after the original versions for the latest console at
the time. While the main series consists of RPGs developed by Game Freak, many spin-off games based on
the series have been developed by various companies, encompassing other genres such as action role-playing,
puzzle, fighting, and digital pet games.

Pokémon is one of the highest-grossing media franchises of all time, with successful anime series, movies,
and merchandise, with spin-off game Pokémon Go having crossed 1 billion mobile game downloads
worldwide. By November 24, 2017, more than 300 million Pokémon games had been sold worldwide on
handheld and home consoles, across 76 titles, including spin-offs. As of March 2025, the series has sold over
489 million units worldwide. This makes Pokémon the fourth best-selling video game franchise, behind the
Mario franchise, Call of Duty, and Tetris.

Regi (Pokémon)
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Regirock (?????), Regice (?????), Registeel (?????), Regigigas (?????), Regieleki (?????), and Regidrago
(?????), alternatively referred to as the Regis, the Legendary Giants, and the Legendary Titans, are Pokémon
species in Nintendo and Game Freak's Pokémon franchise. Regirock, Regice, and Registeel were first
introduced in the 2002 video games Pokémon Ruby and Sapphire, Regigigas was first introduced in the 2006
games Pokémon Diamond and Pearl, and Regieleki and Regidrago were first introduced in the 2020
Pokémon Sword and Shield downloadable content expansion pack The Crown Tundra. In Pokémon lore,
Regigigas towed continents into place and created the five inorganic Regis. All Regis are sealed away, left to
be discovered by players.

During development of Pokémon Ruby and Sapphire, designer Ken Sugimori and his team decided to create
more complex humanoid designs, in contrast with the more "babyish" designs of the prior games. The Regis
have been met with a mixed response from critics, having been criticized for their inorganic appearance.
Regigigas has received commentary for its in-battle weakness due to its ability Slow Start. The Regis have
been the subject of urban legends and various Internet memes.

The eighth generation (Generation VIII) of the Pokémon franchise features 96 fictional species of creatures
introduced to the core video game series, including 89 in the 2019 Nintendo Switch games Pokémon Sword
and Shield as of version 1.3.0 and 7 further species introduced in the 2022 Nintendo Switch game Pokémon
Legends: Arceus. The temporary Dynamax and Gigantamax transformations were also introduced. The
Pokémon Sword and Shield starter Pokémon were the first Pokémon of the generation to be revealed on
February 27, 2019.

A notable change in the eighth generation compared to previous ones is that new Pokémon and forms were
introduced via game patches rather than new games.

Gengar

Hepburn: Geng?) is a Pokémon species in Nintendo and Game Freak&#039;s Pokémon media franchise.
First introduced in the video games Pokémon Red and Blue, it was
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Gengar ( ; Japanese: ????, Hepburn: Geng?) is a Pokémon species in Nintendo and Game Freak's Pokémon
media franchise. First introduced in the video games Pokémon Red and Blue, it was created by Ken
Sugimori, and has appeared in multiple games including Pokémon GO and the Pokémon Trading Card
Game, as well as various merchandise related to the franchise. In Japanese, Gengar has been voiced by
multiple actors which include Kiyonobu Suzuki, K?ichi Sakaguchi, Nobutoshi Canna and Yasuhiro Mamiya.
Meanwhile, in English, the species was voiced by Ted Lewis and Marc Thompson.

Gengar was one of the earliest designs conceived for Red and Blue, and was described by Pokémon artist
Ken Sugimori as one of his favorites. In the series' canon, it is classified as a Ghost and Poison-type
Pokémon. Gengar is a round, ghost-like being that evolves from the Pokémon Gastly and Haunter. Gengar
has several alternate forms within the series, such as the in-battle transformations known as Mega Gengar
and Gigantamax Gengar. Gengar also appears in the Pokémon anime series, where it is used by series
protagonist Ash Ketchum.

Gengar has received a mostly positive response since its debut, primarily for its design, which has been noted
for its popularity and iconicity. It has frequently ranked highly in popularity polls for the series, and its
design has been highlighted for its impact on the series as a whole.

Pokémon Red, Blue, and Yellow
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Game Freak and published by Nintendo for the Game Boy

Pokémon Red Version and Pokémon Blue Version are 1996 role-playing video games (RPGs) developed by
Game Freak and published by Nintendo for the Game Boy. They are the first installments of the Pokémon
video game series, and were first released in Japan as Pocket Monsters Red and Pocket Monsters Green,
followed by the special edition Pocket Monsters Blue later that year. The games were released internationally
in 1998 and 1999 as Pokémon Red and Pokémon Blue, while an enhanced version named Pokémon Yellow
Version: Special Pikachu Edition, was released in Japan in 1998 and in other regions in 1999 and 2000.

The player controls the protagonist from an overhead perspective and navigates the fictional region of Kanto
in a quest to master Pokémon battling. The goal is to become the champion of the Indigo League by
defeating the eight Gym Leaders and the top Pokémon trainers in the land, the Elite Four. Another objective
is to complete the Pokédex, an in-game encyclopedia, by obtaining all 151 Pokémon. Red and Blue use the
Game Link Cable, which connects two Game Boy systems and allows Pokémon to be traded or battled
between games. Both versions feature the same plot, and while they can be played separately, players must
trade between both games to obtain all of the original 151 Pokémon.

Red and Blue were well-received, with critics praising the multiplayer options, especially the concept of
trading. They received an aggregated score of 89% on GameRankings and are considered among the greatest
games ever made, perennially ranked on top game lists including at least four years on IGN's "Top 100
Games of All Time". The games marked the beginning of a multibillion-dollar franchise, jointly selling over
400 million copies worldwide. The Red and Blue versions were remade for Game Boy Advance as FireRed
and LeafGreen (2004) while Yellow was remade for Nintendo Switch as Let's Go, Pikachu! and Let's Go,
Eevee! (2018). The originals were rereleased on the Virtual Console service for the Nintendo 3DS in 2016 to
commemorate their twentieth anniversaries.

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The first generation (generation I) of the Pokémon franchise features the original 151 fictional species of
monsters introduced to the core video game series in the 1996 Game Boy games Pocket Monsters Red, Green
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and Blue (known as Pokémon Red, Green and Blue outside of Japan). Later, Pokemon Yellow and Blue were
released in Japan.

The following list details the 151 Pokémon of generation I in order of their National Pokédex number. The
first Pokémon, Bulbasaur, is number 0001 and the last, Mew, is number 0151. Alternate forms that result in
type changes are included for convenience. Mega evolutions and regional forms are included on the pages for
the generation in which they were introduced. MissingNo., a glitch, is also on this list.

The ninth generation (Generation IX) of the Pokémon franchise features 120 fictional species of creatures
introduced to the core video game series in the Nintendo Switch games Pokémon Scarlet and Violet. The first
Pokémon of the generation were revealed on 27 February 2022 in a Pokémon Presents livestream
presentation. Scarlet and Violet were released on 18 November 2022.

Pokémon are a species of fictional creatures created for the Pokémon media franchise. Developed by Game
Freak and published by Nintendo, the Japanese franchise began in 1996 with the video games Pokémon Red
and Green for the Game Boy, which were later released in North America as Pokémon Red and Blue in 1998.
In these games and their sequels, the player assumes the role of a Trainer whose goal is to capture and use the
creatures' special abilities to combat other Pokémon. Some Pokémon can transform into stronger species
through a process called evolution via various means, such as exposure to specific items. Each Pokémon have
one or two elemental types, which define its advantages and disadvantages when battling other Pokémon. A
major goal in each game is to complete the Pokédex, a comprehensive Pokémon encyclopedia, by capturing,
evolving, and trading with other Trainers to obtain individuals from all Pokémon species.

Pokémon Scarlet and Violet take place in Paldea, which is heavily based on Spain, as well as other areas in
the Iberian Peninsula, with the game's DLC expansions The Teal Mask and The Indigo Disk taking place in
the Kitakami region and the Blueberry Academy, respectively. Kitakami is based on Japan, while the
Blueberry Academy is a school environment set in the Unova region, the main location of the 2010 games
Pokémon Black and White. Scarlet and Violet also feature a special mechanic known as "Terastallization"
which allow the player's Pokémon to change their types in battle.
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
