"In the Pines" (Roud 3421) isatraditional American folk song originating from two songs, "In the Pines' and
"The Longest Train", both of whose authorship is unknown and date back to at |east the 1870s. The songs
originated in the Southern Appalachian area of the United States in the contiguous areas of East Tennessee
and Kentucky, Western North Carolina and Northern Georgia.

Versions of the song have been recorded by many artists in numerous genres, but it was most often
associated with American bluegrass musician Bill Monroe and American blues musician Lead Belly, both of
whom recorded a version of the song in the 1940s, before achieving wide fame with the grunge band
Nirvana.



In 1964, aversion of the song by English Beat music group the Four Pennies reached the top-twenty in the
United Kingdom. A live rendition by American grunge band Nirvana, based on Lead Belly's interpretation,
was recorded during their MTV Unplugged performance in 1993, and released the following year on their
platinum-selling album, MTV Unplugged in New Y ork. The song was listed as "Where Did Y ou Sleep Last
Night?' on that album.

The first installment in the | Know What Y ou Did Last Summer franchise, it isloosely based on the
1973 novel by Lois Duncan. The film centers on four teenage friends who are stalked by a hook-wielding
killer one year after covering up acar accident in which they supposedly killed aman. It also draws
inspiration from the urban legend known as "the Hook", as well as the slasher films Prom Night (1980) and
The House on Sorority Row (1982).

Williamson was approached to adapt Duncan's source novel by producer Erik Feig. Where Scream, released
the previous year, contained prominent elements of satire and self-referentiality, Williamson's script for |
Know What You Did Last Summer reworked the novel's central plot to resemble a straightforward 1980s-era
slasher film.

| Know What Y ou Did Last Summer was released theatrically in the United States on October 17, 1997. It
received a mixed reception from critics and grossed $125.3 million worldwide on a budget of $17 million,
staying in first place at the U.S. box office for three consecutive weeks. The film was parodied in Scary
Movie (2000) and is frequently referenced in popular culture, as well as being credited alongside Scream
with revitalizing the slasher genre in the 1990s.

The film was followed by asequel, | Still Know What Y ou Did Last Summer (1998), in which Hewitt,
Prinze Jr., and Watson reprised their roles. A straight-to-video standalone sequel, I'll Always Know What

Y ou Did Last Summer (2006), featured an entirely new cast. Following atelevision series adaptation released
by Amazon Prime Video in 2021, alegacy sequel to the first two films was released by Sony Picturesin July
2025.

You Did Last Summer (1998). The film stars Madelyn Cline, Chase Sui Wonders, Jonah Hauer-King, Tyriq
Withers, Sarah Pidgeon, Billy Campbell, Gabbriette Bechtel, and Austin Nichols, with Freddie Prinze Jr., and
Jennifer Love Hewitt reprising their roles as Ray Bronson and Julie James from the first two films. The plot
takes place 27 years after the Tower Bay murdersin the second film, when another hook-wielding killer
appears and begins targeting a group of friends one year after they covered up a car crash in which they killed
someone.

Plans for afourth film in the franchise started in 2014, when Mike Flanagan and Jeff Howard signed on to
write areboot with no connection to the previous installments. However, this version ultimately fell through.
Following the cancellation of the 2021 television series adaptation, the project was relaunched when
Robinson pitched her version to Sony Pictures. The film was put into early development in February 2023,
with producer Neal H. Moritz returning. Prinze Jr. and Hewitt were confirmed to be returning in 2024, with
the new cast members joining throughout the year. Filming took place between October 2024 and March
2025 in Sydney and Los Angeles.

I Know What You Did Last Summer premiered at the United Theater on Broadway in Los Angeles on July
14, 2025, and was theatrically released by Sony Pictures Releasing in the United States on July 18. Thefilm
received mixed reviews from critics and has grossed $64.1 million worldwide.

Much of Apollonov's content
involves using his engineering and fabrication skillsto design and build a variety of projects, including
recreating the Utah monolith in Australia, ssmulating the Aurora Borealisin his kitchen with a high voltage
transformer to parody The Simpsons, and making a scaled-up chainsaw powered Beyblade with a giant
circular blade that is spun by a chainsaw motor. Other projects have included building alaser guided drone
that drops steel darts creating a hammer that uses blank rounds to drive nails, and mounting a submachine
gun to arobot dog.

Many of Apollonov's projects have gained widespread media attention in Australia, including histrip to
North Koreato get a haircut, his successful attempt to enter Star casino in Sydney with overt COVID-19
symptoms, and for recreating the Utah monolith in Australia. His content is often uploaded by the comedy
group The Chaser, and has collaborated with other internet celebrities and Y ouTubers including Boyinaband,
Maxmoefoe, William Osman, |Dubbbz, Hasan Piker, and the comedy group Aunty Donna. Many of
Apollonov's videos also star fellow comedian Aleksa Vulovi?, as the two are close friends and often work on
their individual projects with help from one another. Apollonov also has a X (Twitter) following of 215,900
followers.

In May 2022, Apollonov participated in the Creator Clash event set up by fellow Y ouTuber lan Jomha
(iDubbbz) alongside many other Y ouTube personalities. He fought against Robert James Rallison
(TheOdd1sOut) and won.

"Cotton-Eyed Joe" (also known as " Cotton-Eye Joe") (Roud 942) is atraditional American country folk song
popular at various times throughout the United States and Canada. It has historical associations with slavery
in the American South. The song is aso an instrumental banjo and bluegrass fiddle standard.

"Cotton-Eyed Joe" has inspired more than one country-western partner dance and line dance. The 1980 film
Urban Cowboy included aversion of the song. In 1985, the Moody Brothers' version of the song received a
Grammy Award nomination for Best Country Instrumental Performance. The Irish group the Chieftains
received a Grammy nomination for Best Country Vocal Collaboration for their version of the song with lead
vocals by Ricky Skaggs on their 1992 album Another Country. In 1994, a version recorded by the Swedish
Eurodance group Rednex as " Cotton Eye Joe" became popular worldwide.
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
