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Abraham Lincoln: Vampire Hunter is a 2012 American action horror film directed by Timur Bekmambetov,
produced by Bekmambetov, Tim Burton, and Jim Lemley, and written by Seth Grahame-Smith, who also
serves as an executive producer alongside Simon Kinberg, Michele Wolkoff, and John J. Kelly. It is based on
the novel of the same name by Grahame-Smith, depicting a fictionalized history of the American Civil War
with the eponymous 16th president of the United States reimagined as having a secret identity as a lifelong
vampire hunter fighting against a caste of vampiric slave owners. Benjamin Walker stars as Abraham Lincoln
with supporting roles by Dominic Cooper, Anthony Mackie, Mary Elizabeth Winstead, Rufus Sewell, and
Marton Csokas.

Filming began in Louisiana in March 2011, and Henry Jackman was hired to compose the film's score.
Produced by Bazelevs Company, Dune Entertainment, and Tim Burton Productions, the film was released on
June 20, 2012 in the United Kingdom and then two days later in the United States, by 20th Century Fox. The
film received mixed reviews; critics praised the visual style but criticized the overly serious and inconsistent
tone. The film also failed to meet expectations at the box office, grossing $116 million worldwide against the
budget of $69-$99 million.
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Abraham Lincoln (February 12, 1809 – April 15, 1865) was the 16th president of the United States, serving
from 1861 until his assassination in 1865. He led the United States through the American Civil War,
defeating the Confederate States and playing a major role in the abolition of slavery.

Lincoln was born into poverty in Kentucky and raised on the frontier. He was self-educated and became a
lawyer, Illinois state legislator, and U.S. representative. Angered by the Kansas–Nebraska Act of 1854,
which opened the territories to slavery, he became a leader of the new Republican Party. He reached a
national audience in the 1858 Senate campaign debates against Stephen A. Douglas. Lincoln won the 1860
presidential election, prompting a majority of slave states to begin to secede and form the Confederate States.
A month after Lincoln assumed the presidency, Confederate forces attacked Fort Sumter, starting the Civil
War.

Lincoln, a moderate Republican, had to navigate a contentious array of factions in managing conflicting
political opinions during the war effort. Lincoln closely supervised the strategy and tactics in the war effort,
including the selection of generals, and implemented a naval blockade of Southern ports. He suspended the
writ of habeas corpus in April 1861, an action that Chief Justice Roger Taney found unconstitutional in Ex
parte Merryman, and he averted war with Britain by defusing the Trent Affair. On January 1, 1863, he issued
the Emancipation Proclamation, which declared the slaves in the states "in rebellion" to be free. On
November 19, 1863, he delivered the Gettysburg Address, which became one of the most famous speeches in
American history. He promoted the Thirteenth Amendment to the U.S. Constitution, which, in 1865,
abolished chattel slavery. Re-elected in 1864, he sought to heal the war-torn nation through Reconstruction.



On April 14, 1865, five days after the Confederate surrender at Appomattox, Lincoln was attending a play at
Ford's Theatre in Washington, D.C., when he was fatally shot by Confederate sympathizer John Wilkes
Booth. Lincoln is remembered as a martyr and a national hero for his wartime leadership and for his efforts to
preserve the Union and abolish slavery. He is often ranked in both popular and scholarly polls as the greatest
president in American history.
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Abraham Lincoln was "the most photographed American of the 19th century". There are at least 130 known
photographs of Lincoln, and he was photographed multiple times by the American Civil War photographers
Mathew Brady and Alexander Gardner who were officially appointed to document the war. In reference to
Brady's 1860 photograph, Lincoln said, “Brady and the Cooper Institute made me President.” John George
Nicolay, who was Lincoln's private secretary when Lincoln became President, is quoted as saying: "Lincoln's
features were the despair of every artist who undertook his portrait. ... There are many pictures of Lincoln;
there is no portrait of him."

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Captain Abraham Lincoln (May 13, 1744 – May 1786) was the paternal grandfather and namesake of the
16th U.S. president, Abraham Lincoln. Lincoln was a military captain during the American Revolution, and a
pioneer settler of Kentucky. Some historical sources attest his last name as Linkhorn, although neither
Abraham nor his children ever signed themselves as such.
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The Lincoln family is an American family of English origins. It includes the fourth United States Attorney
General, Levi Lincoln Sr., governors Levi Lincoln Jr. (of Massachusetts) and Enoch Lincoln (of Maine), and
Abraham Lincoln, the sixteenth president of the United States.

There were ten known descendants of Abraham Lincoln. The president's branch of the family is believed to
have been extinct since its last undisputed, legal and known descendant, Robert Todd Lincoln Beckwith, died
on December 24, 1985, without any acknowledged children.
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The sexuality of Abraham Lincoln has been the topic of historical speculation and research. No such
discussions have been documented during or shortly after Lincoln's lifetime; however, in the 19th century
sexuality and same sex attraction were not often discussed. In recent decades (circa 1995), some writers have
discussed purported evidence that he may have been homosexual.
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Mainstream historians generally hold that Lincoln was heterosexual, noting that the historical context
explains any of the supposed evidence. Lincoln had romantic ties with women, and he had four children in an
enduring marriage to a woman. However, his intense bonds with men may or may not have had more
meaning to them, with one notable case being his close friend Joshua Speed, with whom Lincoln lived
together – and slept in the same bed as – for four years.
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William Wallace "Willie" Lincoln (December 21, 1850 – February 20, 1862) was the third son of U.S.
President Abraham and Mary Todd Lincoln. Willie was named after Mary's brother-in-law, Dr. William
Smith Wallace. He died of typhoid fever at the White House, during his father's presidency, age 11.
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On April 14, 1865, Abraham Lincoln, the 16th president of the United States, was shot by John Wilkes Booth
while attending the play Our American Cousin at Ford's Theatre in Washington, D.C. Shot in the head as he
watched the play, Lincoln died of his wounds the following day at 7:22 a.m. in the Petersen House opposite
the theater. He was the first U.S. president to be assassinated. His funeral and burial were marked by an
extended period of national mourning.

Near the end of the American Civil War, Lincoln's assassination was part of a larger political conspiracy
intended by Booth to revive the Confederate cause by eliminating the three most important officials of the
federal government. Conspirators Lewis Powell and David Herold were assigned to kill Secretary of State
William H. Seward, and George Atzerodt was tasked with killing Vice President Andrew Johnson.

Beyond Lincoln's death, the plot failed: Seward was only wounded, and Johnson's would-be attacker became
drunk instead of killing the vice president. After a dramatic initial escape, Booth was killed at the end of a
12-day chase. Powell, Herold, Atzerodt, and Mary Surratt were later hanged for their roles in the conspiracy.
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The Lincoln Battalion (Spanish: Batallón Abraham Lincoln), the major component of what came to be
known as the Abraham Lincoln Brigade, was the 17th (later the 58th) battalion of the XV International
Brigade that fought in the Spanish Civil War. Named after United States President Abraham Lincoln, the
battalion was organized by the Communist International. The XVth Brigade was one of many mixed brigades
that comprised the International Brigades.

The Lincoln Battalion was formed by American volunteers who served as soldiers, technicians, medical
personnel, and aviators alongside the Spanish Republican forces against the Nazi-supported forces of General
Francisco Franco and his Nationalist faction. Unlike the segregated U.S. Army in the 1930s, the Lincoln
Battalion integrated white and black soldiers on an equal basis. Of the approximately 3,000 American
volunteers who went to Spain, 681 were killed in action or died of wounds or sickness.
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USS Abraham Lincoln (CVN-72) is the fifth Nimitz-class aircraft carrier in the United States Navy. She is
the third Navy ship to have been named after the former President Abraham Lincoln. Her home port is NAS
North Island, San Diego, California; she is a member of the United States Pacific Fleet. She is
administratively responsible to Commander, Naval Air Forces Pacific, and operationally serves as the
flagship of Carrier Strike Group 3 and host to Carrier Air Wing Nine. She was returned to the fleet on 12
May 2017, marking the successful completion of her Refueling and Complex Overhaul (RCOH) carried out
at Newport News Shipyard. In August 2024, USS Abraham Lincoln and her strike group deployed to the
Middle East as part of the U.S. response to the escalation of tensions between Iran and Israel.
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
