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James Cleveland "Jesse" Owens (September 12, 1913 – March 31, 1980) was an American track and field
athlete who made history at the 1936 Olympic Games by becoming the first track and field athlete to win
four gold medals in a single Olympics. He is widely regarded as one of the greatest athletes in track and field
history.

Owens excelled in events like short sprints and the long jump and was recognized in his lifetime as "perhaps
the greatest and most famous athlete in track and field history". He won four events and set five world
records and tied another, all in less than an hour, at the 1935 Big Ten Championships in Ann Arbor,
Michigan, a feat that has never been equaled and has been called "the greatest 45 minutes ever in sport". He
won four NCAA titles in both 1935 and 1936, bringing his total to eight—an unparalleled achievement that
remains unmatched to this day.

He achieved international fame at the 1936 Summer Olympics in Berlin, Germany, by winning four gold
medals: 100 meters, long jump, 200 meters, and 4 × 100-meter relay. He was the most successful athlete at
the Games and, as a black American man, was credited by ESPN with "single-handedly crushing Hitler's
myth of Aryan supremacy".

The Jesse Owens Award is USA Track & Field's highest accolade for the year's best track and field athlete.
In a 1950 Associated Press poll, Owens was voted the greatest track and field athlete for the first half of the
century. In 1999, he was on the six-man short-list for the BBC's Sports Personality of the Century. That same
year, he was ranked the sixth greatest North American athlete of the twentieth century and the highest-ranked
in his sport by ESPN.
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Nathan John Owens (born March 9, 1984) is an American actor, model, and producer. Owens portrayed
Cameron Davis on Days of Our Lives and was a series regular as Jesse Morgan on the Lifetime comedic-
drama series Devious Maids.
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The Jesse Owens Story is a 1984 American two-part, four-hour made-for-television biographical film about
the black athlete Jesse Owens. Dorian Harewood plays the Olympic gold-winning athlete. The drama won a
1985 Primetime Emmy Award and was nominated for two more. It originally premiered in syndication on
July 9 and 10, 1984 as part of Operation Prime Time's syndicated programming.
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Race is a 2016 biographical sports drama film about African-American athlete Jesse Owens, who won a
record-breaking four gold medals at the 1936 Berlin Olympic Games. Directed by Stephen Hopkins and
written by Joe Shrapnel and Anna Waterhouse, the film stars Stephan James as Owens, and co-stars Jason
Sudeikis, Jeremy Irons, William Hurt and Carice van Houten. It is a co-production of Canada, Germany and
France.

Principal photography began on 24 July 2014, in Montreal, Canada. Forecast Pictures, Solofilms and Trinity
Race produced the film, supported by the Owens family, the Jesse Owens Foundation, the Jesse Owens Trust
and the Luminary Group. The film was a commercial success and received mixed to positive reviews,
winning four Canadian Screen Awards, including Best Actor for James.
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Carl Ludwig "Luz" Long (27 April 1913 – 14 July 1943) was a German Olympic long jumper who won the
silver medal in the event at the 1936 Summer Olympics in Berlin and had a friendship with Jesse Owens,
who won the gold medal in that event.

Luz Long won the German long jump championship six times: in 1933, 1934, 1936, 1937, 1938, and 1939.

Long was killed while serving in the German Army during World War II.
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Candace Amber Owens Farmer (née Owens; born April 29, 1989) is an American political commentator and
author. Her political positions have mostly been described as far-right or conservative. She has promoted
numerous conspiracy theories.

Owens has gained recognition for her conservative activism—despite being initially critical of President
Donald Trump and the Republican Party—as well as her criticism of Black Lives Matter. Owens served as
the communications director for the conservative advocacy group Turning Point USA from 2017 and 2019.
In 2018, Owens co-founded BLEXIT Foundation along with former Tucson police officer Brandon Tatum.
After working for PragerU, in 2021 Owens joined The Daily Wire and began hosting Candace, a political
talk show. She was dismissed in March 2024 following a series of comments regarded as antisemitic, and
months of tensions with co-host Ben Shapiro and other Daily Wire staff.

Owens has expressed skepticism about the extent of white supremacy's impact on society and has voiced
opposition to both COVID-19 lockdowns and COVID-19 vaccines.
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Jesse Owens is a 2012 American documentary television film produced and distributed by PBS. It serves as
the seventh episode of season 24 of American Experience.
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The Jesse Owens International Trophy is an annual sports award that is given out by the International
Athletic Association (IAA), named after Olympic sprinter Jesse Owens. It has been awarded annually since
1981, with the exception of a ten-year break from 2004 to 2014. In 2002 and 2003, it was briefly renamed
"American-International Athlete Trophy" before it returned to its original name.

The award was created and promoted by Herb Douglas, American long jumper and Olympic silver medalist
in 1948. Douglas was inspired by Jesse Owens and founded the IAA. After the pause due to Douglas' old
age, former Penn Quakers football player Wesley E. Smith became chairman of the International Athletic
Association and rebooted the award.

There is a separate and unrelated annual track and field award called the Jesse Owens Award given out by
USA Track & Field since 1981.
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Olympic Pride, American Prejudice is a 2016 American documentary film written and directed by Deborah
Riley Draper. Amy Tiemann, Michael A. Draper, and Blair Underwood (who also narrated the film) were
executive producers. The film premiered at the LA Film Festival in 2016.
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During their medal ceremony in the Olympic Stadium in Mexico City on October 16, 1968, two African-
American athletes, Tommie Smith and John Carlos, each raised a black-gloved fist during the playing of the
US national anthem, "The Star-Spangled Banner". While on the podium, Smith and Carlos, who had won
gold and bronze medals respectively in the 200-meter running event of the 1968 Summer Olympics, turned to
face the US flag and then kept their hands raised until the anthem had finished. In addition, Smith, Carlos,
and Australian silver medalist Peter Norman all wore human-rights badges on their jackets.

In his autobiography, Silent Gesture, published nearly 30 years later, Smith declared that his gesture was not
a "Black Power" salute per se, but rather a "human rights" salute. The demonstration has been called one of
the most overtly political statements in the history of the modern Olympics.
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
